	PROJECTDESCRIPTION: 
Cajun Fest is a time of fun, games, entertainment and great Cajun Food organized by our Knights of Columbus Council. The proceeds of this Fest will go toward the debt of our newly built Catholic Elementary School.
The 2013 date for the Cajun Fest was set for May 19th. The planning, organizing and recruiting volunteers, vendors and sponsors had taken months to complete. Knights worked for 3 days and into each night just setting up the tents, games, general store, book store along with various other necessary preparations that had to be done. We were blessed with sunny skies and the temperature was perfect around 80. We had our new Boy Scout Troop direct traffic to park cars. Attendance was definitely good and our council was ready to get cooking. We served pulled pork sandwiches, crawfish etouffee,  fried shrimp Po-Boys,  Jambalaya, pick and peel carwfish, chicken tenders, jambalaya, hot dogs, Alligator Sauce pecan over rice, French fries, funnel cakes, watermelon, iced tea, lemonade, soft drinks, water, slush’s, nachos with cheese and snow-cones.  One of our highest money makers last year was the general store that is run by a  Knight and his wife ever year, making $2225.00. To make people feel conformable the Knights setup tents and chairs and strung missting hoses in a few area so if the heat got to be to much you could sit and cool off  and continue to shared good times. We had a bingo tent setup and  the children enjoyed, face painting, jewelry making, fish pond, football throw, dunking booth, several types of space jumps
and running around in human hamster balls. While many Knights worked to cook and serve the food, other Knights manned shifts at the children’s games, various booths and helped vendors set up and take town their tents. The poplar classic rock and Motown cover band, The Chill’s had everyone snapping their fingers. When all the receipts and expenses were tallied, we were able to put $27,000 toward helping pay off the debt accumulated for our Catholic grammar school that had been built from the ground up. Through it all each and every Knight of this council showed their pride in the Knights of Columbus and their Church.
